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WHAT IS A MORTONS 
NEUROMA 

A Morton's neuroma is a soft tissue swelling affecting the small nerves between the toes. Most 
commonly it affects the 2nd and 3rd and 3rd and 4th toes. 

AIMS OF SURGERY 
 

To remove the affected nerve and swollen soft tissues.     

ANAESTHETIC  Regional anesthesia. Local unaesthetic at the knee or ankle to make the limb numb. This means 
you can go home the same day.

• Scar problems 

• Postoperative pain 

• Loss of sensation 

• Postoperative swelling 

• Failure of the operation 

• Medication side-effects 

• Blood clots 

• Anaesthetic problems 

• Heart attack / angina
